Business
Tax relief hope
for inventors
INNOVATIVE businesses are
being urged to act now to reap
the benefits of the Govern-
ment3s proposed 6Patent Box7
tax relief.

The Government is proposed
that income from patents will
be taxed at a reduced rate of ten
per cent as opposed to the fore-
cast rate of 23 per cent.

The ten per cent tax rate will
be phased in from April 2013 . a
move that is ultimately expec-
ted to save UK companies about
�1 billion a year.

Paul Harris, senior manager
at accountants PwC in the East
Midlands, said: 6The Patent
Box is key to making the tax
regime competitive for innov-
ative companies and will help
put the UK back on the map as a
top location for innovation.

6Given the new regime is
intended to apply to income
after April 2013 from any new
or existing patents granted,
businesses should be review-
ing their patents now to ensure
they are able to use it to their
full advantage.7

Profits warning
at carpet giant
RETAILER Carpetright has
warned that profits could suf-
fer as the consumer spending
squeeze takes its toll.

The carpets, flooring and
beds group, which has 503
stores in the UK and 643
group-wide, said UK sales in
the 12 weeks to October 22 were
down three per cent.

Chairman and chief execut-
ive Lord Harris said heavy pro-
motions and a higher propor-
tion of beds had hit profitab-
ility at the chain, which has
already issued two profits
warnings this year.

Underlying pre-tax profits
would as a result be at the
lower end of current expect-
ations of �11.8 million to �16.9
million, Carpetright said, com-
pared with �16.9 million in the
year to April.

Consumers pay
off card debts
CONSUMERS paid off more in
credit cards than they bor-
rowed last month, suggesting
households are continuing to
tighten their belts, figures
from the British Bankers3 As-
sociation show.

The association3s High Street
Banking report said that new
spending on credit cards was
�6.8 billion in September, down
from �6.9 billion in August.

The report said �7.1 billion
was paid back last month,
slightly less than the �7.2 bil-
lion of repayments in August.

New centre set to boost
green technology sector
NOTTINGHAM3S first dedic-
ated centre for new green tech-
nology firms will be ready to
take its first tenants by the end
of November.

The Nottingham Cleantech
Centre is being developed in
13,000sq ft of existing office
space off Ilkeston Road, near
the University of Nottingham3s
Innovation Park, by business
partners Bob Pynegar and
Nick Gostick.

As well as office and work-
shop space for up to 20 new and
growing businesses working in
areas such as solar, wind power
and biofuels, it will offer ten-
ants the chance to use the
structure to test innovative
technologies and materials.

New kinds of solar panels,
for example, could be tested on
the roof of the building.

The centre, in St Peter3s
Street, should be ready to take
its first tenants by the end of
November while development
of the main incubator space
should be completed by next
s u m m e r.

Mr Gostick is the former
manager at BioCity, the unit for
up-and-coming science firms
in the city centre.

He said the decision to de-
velop an 6i n c u b at o r 7 for green
technology companies in part
reflected the sheer number of
local fledgling businesses in
the sector he had met over the
past few years.

And following the BioCity
model, which has created a
bioscience cluster of regional
and national importance, he
hopes that the new unit will
lead to the development of a
significant cluster of green en-
ergy firms.

6The companies we want to
attract here will have different
kinds of technological focus,7
said Mr Gostick.

6They may be businesses
which take an innovative ap-
proach to designing new kinds
of solar and wind technology.

6They may work in anaer-
obic digestion or areas such as
biofuels, green chemistry, en-
ergy efficiency, smart grids
and recycling.

6What they will all find here
is a busy, dynamic place which
supports their business, that is
practical but is also a pleasant
working environment and
somewhere they can bring cli-
ents and customers.

6There will be workshops
and small office suites.7

Mr Gostick has left BioCity

after seven years there but is
continuing to run various
events on its behalf, including
an environmental entrepren-
eur school next month.

Business partner Mr Pyneg-
ar is an entrepreneur who
owns Ramtech House, the
building in which the new
centre is being developed.

The pair have formed a new
company called Inntropy,
which will manage the centre
from a ground-floor suite.

Although other potential
buildings in the city were
looked at, Ramtech House has
the advantage in that it is close
to the University of Notting-
ham3s Innovation Park. It is
hoped that the new centre will

attract new spin-out firms
from the university.

Mr Gostick3s choice of build-
ing was also influenced by a
visit he made to a large green
technology business centre in
Richmond, Virginia, in the US,
last year.

The building was a large
warehouse on an industrial es-
tate lacking any notable en-
vironmental credentials.

However, tenants were al-
lowed to use the warehouse to
test their technologies and the
basic nature of the warehouse
helped keep rent down.
